Board members in attendance: Chairman Viney, Supervisor Berg, Supervisor Nimmow, Supervisor Stieren and Supervisor Truitt. Also in attendance PJ Monson, Administrator, Anne Anderson, Mead & Hunt, 
2) Consent agenda
a) Minutes from the March 17, 2021 Board meeting

b) Bills (payroll related disbursements 5553-5585 and bills 31061-31107) and March Cash on Hand report
Motion by Truitt, second by Berg, to approve consent items as presented. Motion carried.
3) NEW BUSINESS
a) Daentl Road bridge replacement update:

Town Engineer, Anne Anderson, explained that bridge ratings are done annually and Daentl bridge is rated below 50% which means the Town is eligible for State aid (State 80/20 Town). The bridge is not currently failing but the application process to receive the aid begins now for a rebuild/rehab in 2024. Because Daentl is a dead-end, a temporary bridge must be installed. The current bridge was installed in 1960 to be used by truckers but is currently being used by semi-trucks. 
Motion by Truitt, second Nimmow to go with the 40 year plan. Motion carried.
b) Request to build a 50 foot shooting range on a 5 acre parcel.  
Resident owns earth moving equipment and would like to install high berms for a shooting range. The Board wanted to see the location and direction of the shooting and asked questions. The resident is to send out neighborhood emails to ask their opinion and call Dane County Sheriff office for information. Shooting will not be after dark. The berms will be 75 feet long and 12 feet high and 6 to 8 feet deep.  Only used for friends and family with a rules list compiled.  No shooting until police department county sheriff look over and make sure.  Owner stated it is private property and people would not able to see from road.  Stieren asked if it would be just hand guns. Owner stated just hand guns maybe bows. Discussion of possible dog park disruption took place. The Board will table this until receive they further information from the Sheriff and neighbors.
c) Consider a Holding Tank Agreement request from Paul Scott and Angela Gilner-Scott, 5381 Maly Road, parcel 0810-243-8575-0. 
Ownership changed, the Scott’s received the holding tank agreement approval and did not install the tank. They are requesting that approval be granted to new owner Zsuzsanna Bozoki.
Motion Stieren, second Berg to approve holding tank agreement for Zsuzsanna Bozoki. Motion carried.
d)
Resolution No. 04202021 approving Town Administrator to act on the Town’s behalf regarding DNR recycling program.  
Motion by Truitt, second by Nimmow to approve Resolution 042021 approving Town Administrator to act on the Town’s behalf regarding DNR recycling program.
d) Employee Handbook revisions with regard to Administrator role and PTO clarification. 
PJ requested clarification of the September 2020 PTO change. The Board reviewed the proposed changes that replaced Clerk Treasurer with Administrator in a number of paragraphs in the handbook. PJ stated that as part of the Administrator supervision, it would make sense to have the staff report to the Administrator. Viney asked Chris Hughes to review the handbook. 

e) Ordinance No. 4202021 to repeal section 1.02(2) and create 1.03(7) regarding the Clerk/Treasurer term.  Truitt inquired where the 3 year term came from. Kevin noted that it is outlined in State Statute if appointed to a term it can be no more than 3 years. This makes the position not at pleasure of the board. 

Motion by Berg, second by Stieren to approve Ordinance 4202021 regarding the appointment of the Clerk Treasurer position. Motion carried.
