1. ADMINISTRATIVE

b) Call to Order at 6:30 pm and Pledge of Allegiance

b) Bills and Payroll
Motion by Chris, second by Pat, to approve consent agenda (with spelling corrections to the April 20 and May 19 minutes). Motion carried.

3. NEW BUSINESS
a) Resolution 06162021A to Levy Special Assessments for Town Improvements on Acker Rd.
The correct excel sheet was handed out and reviewed. Anne explained the Special Assessment process. This is the first step to be followed up with a public hearing and bill mailing. She also explained what was done on Acker Rd.

2. Any conditions imposed by Dane County and the City of Madison must be fulfilled in the timeframe required by the County and City.

f) Request to Repair Fence by Tate Reynolds

a) Renewal Alcohol Beverage License Applications for Eagle Crest Tavern, Keg Tap, Kwik Trip #673 and #1510, Madison Travel Plaza, Nora’s Tavern, Pegasus Restaurant Group, The Shed, Speckled Hen Inn, TA Operating, and Thomas L Truax Post #8483 and the reciprocal New and Renewal Operator Applications.
Steve noted concerns regarding the VFW premise request. Kevin would also like to discuss the Keg’s request for live music. 

Motion by Chris, second by Jeff, to approve all (applications) except for the Keg and the VFW renewal applications.  Motion carried.
· The Keg would like to have outdoor live music on Sundays from 2:00-6:00 p.m. during the Sunday picnics. They would like to start this month. Steve asked about July 4 – they will not be having outside music on that date because of the parade.  

Motion by Steve, second by Jeff, to approve the liquor license for the Keg and allow live music on Sundays from 2:00 to 6:00 pm .  Motion carried.

· The VFW received the outside premise licensure in the past for a special event only. Dave Schultz stated they would like to serve beer out of the pavilion. The application requests the entire premise including the fire-pits, horseshoe pits, pavilion, outdoor patio, volleyball court, grill area, and the parking lot.
Motion:  Chris, second by Jeff, to approve the VFW license but deny the outdoor fire-pits, horseshoe pits, pavilion, outdoor patio, volleyball court, grill area, and the parking lot. Motion carried.
