
TOWN OF BURKE BOARD
MINUTES
Wednesday, July 21, 2021 at 6:00 p.m.

1. ADMINISTRATIVE

a) It was determined that a quorum was present and the meeting was properly posted.
b) The Meeting was called to order at 6:05 p.m. by Kevin.

c) The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Members in Attendance: Kevin Viney, Pat Nimmow, Steve Berg, and Chris Truitt. 

Also in Attendance: PJ Monson, Administrator, Anne Anderson, Mead & Hunt, Chris Hughes, Stafford and Rosenbaum, Pete and Chelsea Sachs, Bob Shanahan, Paul and Margie Biersach, and Jim Page
2. CONSENT AGENDA
a) Minutes From June 16, 2021

b) Bills and Payroll
Motion by Pat, second Steve to approve consent agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

3. NEW BUSINESS
a) Resolution 07212021A approving Deferred Compensation through North Shore Bank
Motion by Steve, second Pat to approve Resolution 07212021A adopting deferred compensation 457 plan. Motion carried.

b) Request from Billie Buss to install a front yard four (4) feet chain link fence at 3243 Nelson Rd.

Billie Buss stated that he has a dog and young child with a quarry across the street and is requesting a fence for safety reasons. Steve read the ordinance and stated the chain link is not approved. Decorative fences are defined as wood, stone, metal or composite materials in the ordinance. Wire, chain-link, or cyclone fence are prohibited. Billie stated that the fence will be 15-20 feet off the road.
Motion by Steve, second Pat to approve a 4 foot wood/composite fence at 3243 Nelson Rd (approved materials such as wood, stone, metal or composite materials). Motion carried.

c) Variance Application submitted to Dane County by Judy Gutsch, 2021 Wheeler Rd to enclose her front porch.
Judy explained the request showing the Board the pictures. And requested a 1 foot variance so she can enclose the porch slab on the front of the home that already exists. Chris Hughes explained the County request for the Town’s acknowledgment. 

Motion by Steve, second Pat to recommend the (Dane) County approve the variance to enclose the front porch (at 2021 Wheeler Rd). Motion carried.

d) Bid opening and contract award for 2021 Chip Seal

Kevin opened and read the one bid submitted by Scott Construction - $52,008.60

Motion by Pat, second Steve to accept the bid for town roads chip sealing in the Town of Burke. Motion carried.

4. PUBLIC HEARING at 6:15 pm (6:26 pm)
a) Open Public Hearing to hear comments and concerns regarding proposed CSM by Pete Sachs to divide 11.16 acres into two lots. 

Kevin opened the public hearing at 6:26 pm.

Chelsey Sachs addressed the Board with an outline their CSM/Rezone process over the past years. 

The project is smaller than the original plan and they are requesting no storm water agreement. 

Pete Sachs talked about the storm water area and his work to lessen the water with cutting trees etc. 

Pete stated that his neighbors expressed they noticed less mosquitos. Pete spoke of a DNR analysis which supports no agreement necessary. He also stated that Dane County agrees that no agreement is necessary.
Paul Biersach and Margie Biersach spoke regarding the proposal. Stated the Sachs wants to build a road to access his parcel which would defer costs to property owners along the road. Concerns of devaluation of their own property as it will have less land. Paul Stated that if Sachs wants a road, he should pay for the road. They have a problem with how Sachs is doing it not that he is doing it. Paul stated that no neighbors have stated that there are less mosquitos as Sachs stated. Nothing has changed in this regard. Margie expressed concern over the natural resources and the grasses that Sachs eliminated and the natural flow to clean the water. Sachs has not talked with the neighbors when what he is doing affects them. Margie explained the history of the parcels and the road plan. 

Jim Page spoke regarding what he heard. 3285 was owned by Harold and Darlene Nelson – when Harold passed Darlene sold the parcel. Jim explained how the property needed to be sold (two parcel #’s). The Town cannot maintain the property as it has been privately owned. 
Gravel road goes past his house. He is not aware of where the Sachs plans to access the parcel he is proposing to divide. Claim that watershed report has been done and is unaware of where that report it. He asked the Board not to approve anything without the reports. Existing roads are not feasible for this lot division. Jim stated that the Town is not responsible for upkeep of the private land. 
Chelsey spoke to address their concerns and stated that they are just asking for a two lot division which has been approved by Dane County and the Town already. They stated they never said that Ron isn’t doing his job and explained all the work they have done has helped with less water sitting on their land. 

Jim again addressed the Board regarding the land division and talked about the Dane County Natural area. They have cut trees and drained the pond without permits.

Chris Hughes addressed the attendees to limit the discussion to the topic of the Public Hearing. 
b) Close Public Hearing – Kevin closed the Public Hearing at 6:55 pm
5. OLD BUSINESS
a) Resolution 07212021B CSM Petition submitted by Peter Sachs
Chris addressed the attendees and explained the road discussion is not a part of this land division and not a part of the decision before the Board. The driveway will be off the north of rising sun road. The minutes stating that adopted resolution is the controlling document and the minutes reflect that the resolution was adopted – the fact that the conditions were not read does not matter. Sachs argued that point. 
Anne explained the reason for the drainage way easement. The recommendation of the Town Engineer is to have a maintenance agreement. The reason for the agreement is to allow the Town’s management of the storm water in the area. The agreement requires a survey to be done to give extra protection for the Town. The agreement requires the property owner to be responsible to fix any storm water issues that may occur in the future.
Peter asked Anne how the drainage will flow. Anne explained the drainage and how it will flow. Sachs said there is no drainage outflow and the DNR stated there is no wetland. Pete states that the Town is supposed to have a water discharge agreement with him.
The Board will table this for more information regarding the DNR document and discharge agreement. 

Motion by Pat, second Steve to table resolution 07212021B until questions and concerns can be worked out. Motion carried.

b) Dane County Zoning change from RM-8 to RR-8 for John Becker’s parcel 0810-081-8500-5

·  Resolution 0721021E to Disapprove Dane County Action on parcel 0810-081-8500-5
Motion by Steve, second Pat, to adopt Resolution 07212021E to disapprove the rezone of parcel 0810-081-8500-5 to RR-8. Motion carried.

c) Resolution 07212021C final Special Assessment for Acker Road

Kevin expressed concerns about Burke Road. Anne addressed the concerns. 
Anne explained Acker road was completed in 2020 and current storm water work is scheduled. 

PJ explained that the discussion is on the Special Assessment not the landscaping or storm water. 

Ron stated that the company hired had done a great job, the problem was the rain that took place directly after. The company did return to repair after that rain. Discussion of the reconstruction of Acker Road took place. 
Motion by Steve, second Pat to approve the Resolution 07212021C final special assessment for Acker Rd. Motion carried.

d) Resolution 07212021D final Special Assessment for Burke Road

Motion by Pat, second Steve to table resolution 02D until the road is complete and we have the final bill. Motion carried.

6. LICENSES AND PERMITS

a) Operator License Applications for Amanda Lux and Mindy Scheiner (upon course completion)
Motion by Steve, second Pat to approve the operator license applications contingent on each supplying the course completion certificate. Motion carried.

7. REPORTS (AS APPLICABLE)

a) Plan Commission – no meeting has been held. There are two open seats and three residents interested. ETZ Committee-nothing, Parks Commission-nothing, NECC-nothing.
b) ARPA Committee creation and assignment – PJ explained the grant funds and asked for a committee to be created to plan the use of the funds. Pat and Jeff will be on the committee with Ron and PJ. 
c) Administrator and Public Works Reports – noted.

The Board welcomed Bob Shanahan to the meeting and learned he may be interested in joining the Plan Commission.
