1. ADMINISTRATIVE

1. It was determined that a quorum was present and the meeting was properly posted.
2. The Meeting was called to order at 6:00 p.m. by Kevin.

2. CONSENT AGENDA

2. Bills and Payroll
Motion by Chris, second Pat to approve consent agenda as presented.  Motion carried.
3. NEW BUSINESS
1. Trash and Recycling Proposals for 2022 - 2026 (or 2032)  
The Board asked questions and held discussion. PJ noted: Barnes quote for Christmas Tree pickup is 5,000 one pickup and 6,500 for two pickups. LRS and Pellitteri explained fuel charges on their proposals. Term of contract was discussed. LRS offers a stipend annually of $1,000. PJ explained the yard waste options. Pellitteri explained the cost for yard waste and Christmas trees (excel sheer error in dollar amount).

Motion by Jeff, second Steve to table until the October meeting. Motion carried.

(**from later in meeting) Motion by Pat, second Chris to rescind the tabling of the trash recycling.  Motion carried.

Jeff explained his personal and business experience with WM and Pellitteri.

Kevin explained his business experience with Pellitteri. 

PJ explained her experience with Pellitteri from Arlington.

Motion by Steve, second Jeff to table until the October meeting. Motion carried.

2. Sale of 2005 Peterbilt Plow/Dump Truck on Wisconsin Surplus.
Ron explained the auction of the truck on Wisconsin Surplus and the final bid of $66,000.

Motion by Steve, second Jeff to formally approve the sale of the Peterbilt truck on Wisconsin Surplus.  Motion carried.

3. LTE or New Accounting Software
The board discussed Baker Tilly as an option to bring QB current. Kevin or PJ will talk with them.
Motion by Chris, second Pat to spend up to $10,000 to reconcile excel and QB. Motion carried. 
4. Delta Dental Vision Care for Employees (no cost to Town)

Motion by Chris, second Pat to approve offering Delta Dental Vision Care for Employees. Motion carried.

4. OLD BUSINESS
a) Resolution 09152021B CSM Petition submitted by Peter Sachs
Chris Hughes explained the resolution to the Board and the reason for the storm-water agreement. Pete asked the Board to consider the history behind the reason for the storm-water maintenance agreement.

Motion by Steve, second Chris to conditionally approve Resolution 09152021B (read in detail) with the following conditions:
1) Sachs obtaining approval of the CSM and rezone from Dane County by December 31, 2021.

2) Sachs executing a Stormwater Maintenance Agreement with the Town of Burke for maintenance of the “Drainage-Way Easement” shown on the CSM by December 31, 2021.  The form and substance of the Stormwater Maintenance Agreement shall be acceptable to the Town Attorney and Town Engineer.  The Town will record the fully-executed Stormwater Maintenance Agreement with the Dane County Register of Deeds after the CSM.

3) All outstanding monies owed the Town and incurred in the review and action on the CSM to be paid in full by September 30, 2021.
4) In the event all the conditions of approval are not fulfilled by Sachs or waived by the Town Board by the dates specified above, the approval of the CSM shall be null and void. Motion carried.

b) Payne & Dolan, Inc. Pay Request for Burke Rd
Motion by Chris, second Pat to approve the pay request for Payne & Dolan. Motion carried.

c) Resolution 09152021A Final Special Assessment for Burke Rd

Motion by Chris, second Jeff to approve Resolution 09152021A Final Special Assessment for Burke Rd.  Motion carried.
