a) Ordinance 05192021 Regarding State Uniform Dwelling Code, Particularly with Regard to Electrical Permits

Motion by Berg, second by Nimmow to approve Ordinance 05192021 regarding State Uniform Dwelling Code particularly with regard to electrical permits. Motion carried.

b) Title 9-2-1 Prohibited to Carry Loaded Firearm Discussion

Chris reminded the Board that this came up at the last meeting and read the code regarding ‘carry while loaded’ and suggested a conversation regarding concealed carry laws and the Town code. 
Motion by Truitt, second by Nimmow to amend section 9.2.1 to remove (b) Prohibited Activities.  Motion carried. 4 in favor (Steve – no).
c) Update on Jannah Village Street Name - Walking Way
Kevin explained the origination of the street name Walking Way at the intersection of Bridle Way came from the 1963 Town map. The Board can leave the name as it is and the house locate don this portion would remain with a Canter Drive address until 2036 or the Town can remove the name Walking Way and  continue Canter Drive into the new Madison subdivision. 
Motion by Nimmow, second by Truitt to change the name of Walking Way to Canter Drive in front of 3581 Canter Drive and request Madison change their signage to Canter Drive.  Motion carried.

d) Title 2-7-7 Claims Against Town with Regard to Bill Disbursements and Board Approval
PJ noted that the Town code should be amended to fit the current process for bill paying or the Board can make adjustments to the process. An Ordinance will be presented to the Board to amend the current code to match the current weekly process. 
Motion by Berg, second by Nimmow to amend the ordinance to continue (paying bills) as it has been.  Motion carried.
