MINUTES

Members in Attendance: Steve Berg, Joan Stoflet, Lindsey Slack, Pam Lano, and Ron Dorsch.   Absent: Bob Shanahan and Dan Foth

Also in attendance: PJ Monson, Town Administrator, Chris Hughes, Town Attorney, Bill Vachon, Vinton Construction (via telephone)
1. The meeting was called to order by Steve Berg at 5:00 p.m.
2. Appoint Plan Commission Vice Chair
Nomination by Joan, second by Lindsey to nominate Steve Berg as PC Vice Chair. Motion carried. 

3. Discuss and Possible Action on Conditional Use Permit Application submitted by Madison Crushing and Vinton Construction Co for a Temporary Concrete Batch Plant for an Airport Expansion Project to run spring of 2022 and spring of 2023.
Chris Hughes explained the CUP process and the importance of consistency of the process. He stated that the Town has a great amount of authority when it comes to CUP’s and time spent discussing and planning the conditions is important in the approval process. 
Steve referenced the new documents to the file including a letter from the City of Madison. The City is not against the CUP but notes there is no description in the materials as to when the plan would cease to operate. The members then discussed the 8 standards and the process necessary to work through each starting with the CUP conditions. 
Conditions: The members worked through the draft list of conditions editing and adding as they worked to make sure the Town and the residents’ concerns were acknowledged. 
Standard #1 - That the establishment, maintenance, or operation of the conditional use will not be detrimental to or endanger the public health, safety, comfort, or welfare.
Members agreed the conditions placed with regard to the days/hours of the operation, particulate testing, and runoff concerns has been met.
Motion by Joan, second by Ron, that the standard #1 contained in section 10.101(7)(d)(1) (of the Dane County Zoning Code, namely: That the establishment, maintenance, or operation of the conditional use will not be detrimental to or endanger the public health, safety, comfort or welfare.) Has been met. Motion carried 5-0.
Standard #2 - That the uses, values, and enjoyment of other property in the neighborhood for purposes already permitted shall be in no foreseeable manner substantially impaired or diminished by establishment, maintenance, or operation of the conditional use.

Members agreed the conditions placed with regard to the road clean up, hazard mitigation, location of the temporary plant and the limited activity meets this standard. 
Motion by Lindsey, second by Joan, that standard #2 contained in section 10.101(7)(d)(1) (of the Dane County Zoning Code, namely: That the uses, values, and enjoyment of other property in the neighborhood for purposes already permitted shall be in no foreseeable manner substantially impaired or diminished by establishment, maintenance, or operation of the conditional use.) has been met as this is a temporary batch plant with limited hours. Road safety and particulate standard has been addressed. Sound mitigation has been noted. Motion carried 5-0. 
Standard #3 - That the establishment of the conditional use will not impede the normal and orderly development and improvement of the surrounding property for uses permitted in the district. 
It was noted that this is a temporary activity. 

Motion by Lindsey, second by Joan that standard #3 contained in section 10.101(7)(d)(1) (of the Dane County Zoning Code, namely: That the establishment of the conditional use will not impede the normal and orderly development and improvement of the surrounding property for uses permitted in the district.) has been met because it is within the operations of the existing quarry and is a temporary use. Motion carried 5-0. 

Standard #4 - That adequate utilities, access roads, drainage and other necessary site improvements have been or are being made. 
Members discussed road concerns as well as drainage on the parcel. CUP conditions address these concerns. 
Motion by Joan, second by Ron, that standard #4 contained in section 10.101(7)(d)(1) (of the Dane County Zoning Code, namely: That adequate utilities, access roads, drainage and other necessary site improvements have been or are being made) has been met as this is a temporary use with (conditions regarding) regulation of drainage, no runoff allowed, and there are no utilities on site. Motion carried 5-0. 

Standard #5 - That adequate measures have been or will be being taken to provide ingress and egress so designed as to minimize traffic congestion in the public streets.
CUP conditions covers the number of trucks entering/exiting per hour along with signage or flag person during high traffic times. 
Motion by Pam, second by Joan, that standard #5 contained in section 10.101(7)(d)(1) (of the Dane County Zoning Code, namely: That adequate measures have been or will be being taken to provide ingress and egress so designed as to minimize traffic congestion in the public streets.) has been met because of conditions to limit trucks per hour and required road signs or a flag person. Motion carried. 5-0

Standard #6 - That the conditional use shall conform to all applicable regulations of the district in which it is located.
The Town’s future land use map shows that with issuance of this CUP, the activity will conform to the zoning in this area. 
Motion by Steve, second by Joan, that standard #6 contained in section 10.101(7)(d)(1) (of the Dane County Zoning Code, namely: That the conditional use shall) conforms to all applicable regulations of the district in which it is located. Motion carried. 5-0.

Standard #7 - That the conditional use is consistent with the adopted town and county comprehensive plans.

The committee agreed that the CUP is consistent with both the town and county plans. 
Motion by Joan, second by Steve, that standard #6 contained in section 10.101(7)(d)(1) (of the Dane County Zoning Code, namely:) That the conditional use is consistent with the adopted town comprehensive plan. Motion carried 5-0.

Standard #8 - If the conditional use is located in a Farmland Preservation Zoning district, the town board and zoning committee must also make the findings described in s.10.220(1).

Not applicable to this CUP. 

The Plan Commission reviewed the final version of Resolution PC02092022 and the conditions, they moved to approve and send their recommendations to the Town Board. 
Motion by Pam, second by Lindsey, that Resolution PC02092022 be approved. Motion carried 5-0. 
4. Discuss and Possible Action on Comprehensive Plan Amendment and Rezone Application by Adam Steele. Property located 3700 Cty Hwy T is zoned Heavy Commercial and Single-Family Residence -08 (SFR). Comprehensive Plan Future Land Use map shows SFR. Applicant is requesting General Commercial.  

PJ explained the rezone request and the comprehensive plan amendment process. The PC will discuss the process of amending the plan and will meet with Mead and Hunt at the March 9 PC meeting. 
5. Take Action on Minutes from January 12, 2022.
Motion by Joan, second by Pam, to accept the minutes of January 12, 2022. Motion carried 5-0. 

6. Adjourn

Motion by Joan, second by Ron to adjourn at 7:45 p.m. Motion carried.
