PROPERTY TAX PAYMENTS

Real Estate Property Tax Payments can be mailed, dropped in the night drop, or brought into the Town Hall office up to February 1, 2022. Payments postmarked on or before December 31 will be receipted same.
If you wish to have a receipt mailed to you, please include a self-addressed stamped envelope. Property tax payments made after February 1 must be payable to and mailed to the Dane County Treasurer. No receipts will be mailed without self-addressed stamped envelope. 
If your escrow check received is more than the property taxes owed for this year, the Town will issue a refund check to you by the end of February. 
Lottery Credit: If you lived in your home as of January 1, 2021 there should be a lottery credit on your tax bill; if the credit is not on your tax bill, complete a lottery credit claim form and submit it with your tax payment.
