1. The meeting was called to order by Dan at 5:05 p.m.
2. Comprehensive Plan discussion – Mark Sauer, Mead & Hunt Planner
Mark explained the comprehensive plan adoption and amendment process.  The comprehensive plan is a community plan for the future of the municipality.  The function of the PC is to facilitate the comprehensive plan and make amendments as necessary. 
Steve asked if a plan is amended, does the owner of a parcel have to agree. It is not a requirement, but it’s recommended to get as much public input as possible.

Mark explained the complexities of the creating and amending the comp plan and the length of time involved because of publications, public hearings, and notifications. 

Sun Prairie updated their plan 2018 and Deforest updated their plan 2020. 
The Town will need to review and update the plan per State Statute. Demographic areas will also be reviewed. Windsor has become a Village since our original plan and may be something we want to review. Reiner neighborhood plan is another topic to review and include as it will be moving forward in the near future. 

The Town will want to determine how often amendments will be made based on applicants wanting a change in use. 
3. Discuss and Possible Action on Comprehensive Plan Amendment and Rezone Application by Adam Steele. Property located 3700 Cty Hwy T is zoned Heavy Commercial and Single-Family Residence -08 (SFR). Comprehensive Plan Future Land Use map shows SFR. Applicant is requesting General Commercial. 
Adam Steele explained his plan to build a shop to use for hobby work on old cars and hopes to rent space for inside storage. Lindsey asked about driveway location and landscaping. Adam explained the proposed building and the driveway location to the right of the proposed shed should he add another building to rent commercial storage shed. He plans low traffic on site and is working with Roger Lane with Dane County Zoning. 

Mark explained the zoning changes and how it impacts the comprehensive plan. The Future Land Use map would need to be amended. Eagle Crest bar is also considered single family residential in the plan and can be updated at the same time. 

Motion by Steve, second by Joan to direct staff to start the process to amend the comprehensive plan including the rezone process for this request. Motion carried.

4. Discuss and Possible Action on Application for Certified Survey Map by Agrawal Living Trust at 3393 Burke Road to divide parcel 0810-252-8570-0 into two lots zoned SFR with a CUP approved (2013) for religious use on the western portion of existing lot. 
Gary Hebl attending the meeting for the applicant. The CSM shows separate driveways and straight lot lines in rectangle shape. They wish to separate the religious building from the residential. 
Motion by Lindsey, second by Joan to approve the division of the lot (and proceed with public hearing). Motion carried.

5. Take Action on Minutes from February 9, 2022.
Motion by Joan, second by Pam to approve the minutes from February 9, 2022.  Motion carried.
