MINUTES

1. Call to order
Kevin called the meeting to order at 5:30 pm

2. Discuss Conditional Use Permit Processes

Chris Hughes explained the basis for needing a step-by-step process. He read a brief document that if a conditional use is allowed in a zoning district, its difficult to deny a conditional use permit. He then explained the rezone/CUP process that allows for denial of the rezone which, in turn, negates the need to act on the CUP. Discussion continued regarding the initial steps to get everyone all the information necessary prior to the Public Hearing and action taken.
(Chris Truitt joined the meeting at 5:41 pm)
3. Discuss Town Boundary Agreement and Protected Parcels

Kevin explained that the Town has been contacted regarding allowing a protected parcel to be attached to a neighboring municipality for development as a residential subdivision. He noted that the protected areas were not necessarily created for tax base only but to protect the neighborhood of the residents that live there so that they won’t see a change outside their windows because of a subdivision of town houses etc.
Truitt stated that Fed Ex is an exception to the rule since the Town was contacted by the City of Madison requesting the attachment and the parcel is industrial. And stated that parcels for residential development in protected areas should be maintained in the Town and be allowed to develop to current Town standards and the Town Comprehensive Plan.
Discussion took place with the final unanimous decision to retain all parcels for residential development in protected areas in the Town and to allow discussion on a case-by-case basis for industrial parcels only if approached by neighboring municipalities.
4. Discuss Future Comprehensive Plan Amendments and Timeline
The decision is to amend the comprehensive plan annually. An applicant can request a special meeting with all additional costs to cover Town fees paid for by the applicant.
