MINUTES

In Attendance: Dan Foth, Steve Berg, Joan Stoflet, Lindsey Slack, Pam Lano, PJ Lentz, Town Clerk, and Kevin Viney, Lisa Rubrich, Board Supervisors. Ron Dorsch joined the meeting at 5:25 p.m.
Absent: Bob Shanahan, Plan Commission, Jeff Stieren and Chris Truitt Board Supervisors
1. Call to order
Dan called the meeting to order at 5:00.

2. Discuss variance application to Dane County Board of Adjustment for 6011 US Hwy 51 parcel requesting adjustment setbacks from wetland. Dane Cty Public Hearing August 25.
PJ updated the Commission and Board of the parcel and possible new owners/business. The Town will be able to submit a letter to Dane County Board of Adjustment in support or not in support of the proposed setback variances. The letter to the BOA should include the Town’s wish require parcel clean-up within a specified period of time after the sale goes through. And note the prior buried tanks. 
Motion by Steve, second by Joan, to support the variance application and request Dane County require cleanup of the parcel (above and below ground) as part of the building project. Motion carried. 
3. Discussion with Rezone and Conditional Use Applicant Zachary Brumm and Attorney Robert Procter to allow the operation of a type 1 salvage yard at 4301 Acker Road
Mr. Procter introduced Zach Brumm and his proposal for a salvage yard at 4301 Acker Rd. Zach must hold DNR and DOT licenses to process cars and sell parts. Current zoning does not allow storage or sales. A steal privacy fence would be installed to screen the outdoor storage. Asphalt would be added at the driveway entrance to mitigate any mud or gravel coming out on to the road. The State of Wisconsin would be inspecting for a Type 1 Salvage Yard license. Zach explained his career history with auto recycling. The activity is approx. zero to thirty cars a day. Steve asked about contacting the neighbors, Zach plans to reach out to those he doesn’t already know. All fluids will be drained inside prior to storage. 5-30 trips per day with closing on Saturday at 12:00 p.m. ZB’s is currently working out of a parcel on the back side of 4301 Acker.  
(Ron Dorsch joined the meeting at 5:25 p.m.)
4. Discuss and Possible Recommendation on Rezone Application submitted by Robert Procter, Attorney for Zachary Brumm for 4301 Acker Road to rezone parcel from Heavy Commercial to Manufacturing and Industrial District to allow for the Conditional Use Operation of a Type 1 Salvage yard.
Motion by Steve to recommend approval of the rezone from Heavy Commercial to Manufacturing Industrial. Motion carried. 
5. Discuss Conditional Use Application submitted by Robert Procter, Attorney for Zachary Brumm for 4301 Acker Road to allow a Conditional Use Permit to allow for the operation of a Type 1 Salvage yard.
Dan read the draft resolution condition aloud and edits were made. He also read through the 8 standards and noted each standard and that they were all met.
Motion by Steve, second by Lindsey to recommend resolution PC07062022 with the edits discussed for a Conditional Use Permit to allow for the operation of a Type 1 Salvage yard at 4301 Acker Road. Motion carried. 
6. Discuss and Possible Recommendation on Application for Certified Survey Map by Chris Casson at 6249 Sommer Valley Circle and Julie Rohrer at 6215 Sommer Valley Circle to divide parcels 0810-044-9685-6 and 0810-044-9715-9 to accommodate an existing horse corral that crosses the current lot line and to create a 2-acre parcel at 6215 Sommer Valley Circle (currently 2.52 acres).
Chris Casson explained the reason behind the lot line adjustments and noted that he received favorable response from Dane County and the City of Madison. The land division was done to keep the same zoning. Chris stated that there is no active neighborhood association to consult. Chris stated that he has talked with neighbors. PJ asked Chris to show the drain field on Julie’s property and Chris supplied a map.
Motion by Joan, second by Ron, to accept (recommend) the application for CSM submitted by Chris Casson. Motion carried.  
7. Take Action on Minutes from March 9 and June 7 & 15, 2022.
Motion by Joan, second by Steve to approve Minutes from March 9 and June 7 & 15, 2022. Motion carried.
