MINUTES

Plan Commission and Town Board Attendance: Dan Foth, Steve Berg, Joan Stoflet, Lindsey Slack, Ron Dorsch, Kevin Viney, Board Chair, and Lisa Rubrich, Board Supervisor.

1. Call to order
Dan called the meeting to order at 5:38 p.m.

2. PUBLIC HEARING (5:30): Public Hearing to consider a land division request submitted by Chris Casson owner of 6249 Sommer Valley Circle and Julie Rohrer owner of 6215 Sommer Valley Circle to divide parcels (0810-044-9685-6 and 0810-044-9715-9) to accommodate an existing horse corral that crosses the current lot line and to create a 2-acre parcel at 6215 Sommer Valley Circle (currently 2.52 acres).

Dan Opened public hearing – PJ stated there are no registered speakers. 
MOTION by Steve, second by Ron, to close the public hearing. Motion carried. 
3. PUBLIC HEARING (5:40): Public Hearing to amend the Comprehensive Plan Future Land Use (FLU) map from Commercial Resale to Industrial/Business to accommodate a rezone request submitted by Zachary Brumm, owner of 4301 Acker Rd (0810-084-9440-3).

Dan opened public hearing @ 5:40 p.m.- PJ stated there are no speakers registered. 
Robert Procter and Zachary Brumm spoke regarding their plan for 4301 Acker Rd. Currently ZB’s has a type 4 salvage license and processes 0-30 vehicles per day at current site and plans to do the same business at the new site (4301 Acker Rd). The CUP would allow for internet sales of parts. Procter listed the Type 1 requirements which includes conforming to the DNR storm water recovery and refrigerant recovery programs. 
PJ explained this public hearing is for the comprehensive plan which coincides with the rezone already recommended, not the conditional use which is later in the meeting. Dan suggested those that wanted to speak now would be allowed. 
Laurel Clary spoke in opposition to ZB’s. Concerned about people coming to the location and the impact on her grandchildren as well as her property value. Worried about smells and broken glass on the road. Suggested she has been approached to be paid off. Also concerned about stormwater drainage in the area. She doesn’t want a car crusher in the area and is concerned about parts falling on the road. 
Linda Meinholz spoke in opposition concerned it will negatively impact her rental of one side of duplex. Also talked about the quality of Acker Road itself and stormwater runoff. She requested Saturday work hours to be eliminated. Requested a limit of number of cars that can be stored on the parcel. And requested definition of ‘orderly manner’ with regard to car stacking. She requested the trees be left in the front of the property. She asked about the asphalt apron vs concrete driveway and the lighting. Linda feels value of property goes down with this type of business. 
Charlie Meinholz spoke in opposition. Spoke regarding residential rental and the possibility of noise. He stated it is currently quiet area. He questioned if a car crusher will exist and stated it was a storage parcel in the past (boats and cars). He also spoke of past history and the current stormwater. Charlie suggested that with the right conditions, the operation may work well. 
Gary Pechmann, neutral, spoke about the history of the area. Not opposed to people doing what they can on their property. Concern is regarding the traffic on Acker Rd and the impact on standing outside to talk. He suggested that trucks use Hoepker Rd or Cty CV rather than Hwy 51 and likes the no work on Sunday. Gary expressed concerns about flooding and a ravine being filled in at some point. 
Procter and Zach spoke w regard to stormwater. Zach has owned the parcel (10 months) and has no flooding because he has cleaned and maintained the culverts. As for the stacking of vehicles – they will not be higher than the fence. Procter stated that no fence is required if the Town doesn’t approve the CUP. The business will take place at this location and traffic will happen as the current zoning allows for it. There is no intent to have a car crusher. Neighboring site is under contract which will allow for more parking for staff etc. Willing to accept the conditions already discussed for the CUP. 
Linda Meinholz, asked to speak again regarding a fire on May 13,2022 at a metal scrap yard in Green County. And suggested there would be a water supply issue as well as the distance from fire station. She asked about access to yard when closed in case of emergency. She also noted toxic smoke and potential oil on ground if a fire happens. 
MOTION by Steve, second by Joan, to close the public hearing. Motion carried.

4. PUBLIC HEARING (5:45): Public Hearing to consider a rezone request submitted by Zachary Brumm, owner of 4301 Acker Rd (0810-084-9440-3) to amend the zoning from Heavy Commercial to Manufacturing and Industrial to accommodate a Type 1 Salvage yard.

Laurel Clary spoke again concerned about fire department response. 
Because of the type of business, if a fire, it would be mutual aid which would mean Madison fire and the airport fire departments will respond as well as Sun Prairie.
Gary Pechmann questioned the salvage yard definitions.
Zach explained it will not be a scrap yard.

MOTION by Lindsey, second by Joan, to close the public hearing. Motion carried. 
5. PUBLIC HEARING (5:50): Public Hearing to consider a Conditional Use Permit (CUP) submitted by Zachary Brumm to allow for the operation of a Type 1 Salvage Yard at 4301 Acker Rd (0810-084-9440-3).

MOTION by Joan, second by Ron, to close the public hearing at 6:45 p.m. Motion carried. 

6. Discussion and Possible Amendment to PC recommendation from July 6, 2022 on land division request submitted by Chris Casson owner of 6249 Sommer Valley Circle and Julie Rohrer owner of 6215 Sommer Valley Circle.
There are no amendments to the recommendation for the Sommer Valley Circle land division. 
7. Discussion and Possible Recommendation to amend the Comprehensive Plan Future Land Use (FLU) map from Commercial Resale to Industrial/Business to accommodate a rezone request submitted by Zachary Brumm, owner of 4301 Acker Rd (0810-084-9440-3).
Lindsey asked about zoning of the (potential purchase) neighbor site. If the purchase takes place, Zach will need to come back before the Board depending on what his plans are. 
MOTION by Steve, second by Joan to recommend that the comprehensive plan FLU be amended from Commercial/Resale to Industrial/Business to facilitate a rezone request submitted by Zachary Brumm, at 4301 Acker Rd (0810-084-9440-3). Motion carried.

8. Discussion and Possible Amendments to Recommended Conditions for Conditional Use Permit (CUP) submitted by Zachary Brumm to allow for the operation of a Type 1 Salvage Yard at 4301 Acker Rd (0810-084-9440-3).

· Resolution PC07062022
Lindsey confirmed there will be no car crusher and asked about the removal of HVAC (fluids) etc. or if there will be cutting of car parts. 
Zach is already able to remove freon from HVAC per current license. Auto storage will be mainly late model vehicles and select marketable parts. There will be no shredding or crushing of cars or metal. There will be no selling of cars, just parts. 
Ron asked about stormwater runoff and asked about contaminants that may run off. He also asked about the sizing of culverts in that area. Ron asked about catalytic converters and storage of them for security reasons. 
Zack and Procter noted that the stormwater planning has been submitted with the building and erosion permits to Dane County. It was noted that fluids must be stored legally for the licenses and the conditions of the conditional use. A spill kit will be on site. Catalytic converters are sold weekly and easily stored under lock and key. Lighting based on what is required with the CUP. Normal lighting is preference but can go be either way depending on Town preference. Employees will park inside the gated fence.  
Steve suggested a condition that there be no car crushing or stacking of vehicles above the fence added to the conditions. 

Dan confirmed that the fence itself shall be 6 ft front and 8 ft on both sides. Employees will park inside the gate. 
Discussion regarding screening on Acker Rd took place with Zach stating that he plans to plant arborvitaes between fence and roadway. The current set back is 30 feet from road to allow for vehicles to pull in. Zach stated that no fence will be installed in back where 8-foot berm is now. He also confirmed that there will not be people walking around to purchase parts off the autos in the yard.

Kevin asked about the ownership of the berm. Zach stated that half of the berm is his, half the neighbor to the back.

MOTION by Steve, second by Joan, to approve Resolution PC07062022 with the following amendments:
· #4 – To include: Front fence will be 6 feet in height and 8 feet on the sides with no fence in back where the 8-foot berm already exists. 
· Strick #6 – All stored material and metal shall be non-hazardous.
· #9 - remove “such to mitigate the possibility of theft.”

· #15 - All hazardous materials or liquids must be stored properly.
· Add – There will be no car crushing at this location.
· Add – There will be no vehicle storage (stacking) higher than fence height in front.
· Add – Screening of current trees or replacement with arborvitaes in front of fence between Acker Rd and fence is required.
Motion carried.
9. Discussion: Applications for Certified Survey Map and Rezone by Mark Orvick for 5978 Portage Rd to divide parcels 0810-102-9101-0 and 0810-102-9000-2 to create Lot 1, a 2.81-acre parcel containing the existing home, and Lot 2, a 40.35-acre parcel.
10. Public Notice and Hearing to be scheduled

MOTION by Lindsey, second by Joan to move to public hearing the rezone for 5978 Portage Rd to divide parcels 0810-102-9101-0 and 0810-102-9000-2 to create Lot 1, a 2.81-acre parcel containing the existing home, and Lot 2, a 40.35-acre parcel. Motion carried.
11. Take Action on Minutes from July 6, 2022.
MOTION by Steve, second by Joan to approve the July 6, 2022, minutes with the spelling correction under #3. Motion carried.

Dan will be resigning from the Plan Commission after next meeting. Bob Shanahan has also resigned as he will be moving out of the Town.
The Comprehensive Plan will be on the September meeting.
