1. Called to order by Skip at 5:30 p.m.

2. Matthew Hunter, Madison Auto Recycling, LLC request for Rezone from HC to M1 and a CUP for a Type 2 DOT Salvage License Operation permit at 4281 Acker 
Acker

Matt answered questions of the PC.  The business was in Deforest as a DOT Type 2 licensed business since 2019 and moved to Acker Rd with a DOT Type 4 in April of 2022. They would like to expand the location into the parcel next door. Plan to clear autos from neighboring property where owner passed. 

Steve asked about security of parts. The parts will be held overnight but then stored offsite for security reasons. There is outside lighting and some fencing at this time. The proposed fencing will be corrugated and is asking for 12 foot high along a portion of the parcel to block eyesight. There is some existing fencing that may need privacy installed. 
Madison Auto holds a dealer license so there will be used cars for sale. Approx. 5 or 6 for sale in front of the parcel, the rest, if any, would be in back.
Any chemicals will be properly drained before storing outdoors. 
DOT Type 1 is the salvage license (able to sell parts). 

No car crushing on site only at Neumeiers in Deforest (scrap metal processing center).
Can a business sell used cars in M1? 
The Plan Commission will move this forward. 
3. Gregory A Thompson request to rezone 0810-234-9850-5 from SFR-1 to TFR-08 to allow for a duplex at the corner of Burke and Reiner Road

Greg was not able to attend to discuss. 

4. Discussion of Possible Rezone (and CSM?) to allow Commercial at 5787 Cty Hwy CV.
John Schultz, MB Auto Sales and Service and Mark and Samantha Danczyk with  Precision Towing. Would like to divide property to use for auto repair and towing and separate residential for the Danczyk home. John stated at least 4-6 bays for auto repair and some for tow trucks and a wash bay. Looking for rural industrial zoning. Discussion of driveway and airport noise took place. 
MB Auto currently has indoor car sales at Tradesmen Center on CV. 
Precision Towing is also at the Tradesmen Center on CV and is working to get salvage type 2 in Black Earth and would like to have a Type 2 at the CV location as well. 

Comprehensive Plan shows residential and natural area and it currently has storage sheds but no home. The Towing company is mainly medium to light duty towing. They will contact the City of Madison regarding the future land use for that area.
