1. Meeting was called to order by Skip Kraiss at 6:24 p.m.
2. Discuss and possible recommendation on Hennings’ application for land division at 6260 Sommer Valley Circle.
Motion by Joan Stoflet, second by Pam Lano, to recommend approval of the Hennings land division application for 6260 Sommer Valley Circle. Motion carried.  

3. Discuss Gregory A Thompson’s request to rezone 0810-234-9850-5 from SFR-1 to TFR-08 to allow for a duplex at the corner of Burke and Reiner Road

Skip Kraiss noted that the County has indicated the hand-drawn documents submitted are acceptable.  The applicant stated he originally wanted to build an 8-unit building but has adjusted to a duplex based on City of Madison input.  There was a brief discussion regarding where the building would be situated on the lot and Ron Dorsch raised questions regarding protection of the wetland and watershed to other neighborhoods.
Motion by Garrick Palay, second by Ron Dorsch, to direct staff to begin the public hearing process for Gregory Thompson’s request to rezone parcel 0810-234-9850-5. Motion carried. 

4. Discussion and Possible recommendation to amend the Comprehensive Plan Future Land Use (FLU) map from Commercial Retail to Industrial/Business to accommodate a rezone request submitted by Kevin Lindus, owner of 4281 Acker Rd (0810-084-9680-3 and 0810-084-9688-5) and Matthew Hunter, lease holder and owner of Madison Auto Recycling to allow the operation of a type 1 salvage yard at 4281 Acker Road.
Garrick Palay noted the change requested is consistent with Madison’s future plan.  There was a brief discussion regarding an upcoming Dane County meeting discussing MI zoning.
Motion by Joan Stoflet, second by Garrick Palay, to recommend approval of the amendment of the Towns’ Comprehensive Plan Future Land Use (FLU) map from Commercial Retail to Industrial/Business to accommodate a rezone request submitted by Kevin Lindus, owner of 4281 Acker Rd (0810-084-9680-3 and 0810-084-9688-5) and Matthew Hunter, lease holder and owner of Madison Auto Recycling. Motion carried.  
5. Discuss and Possible Recommendation on Rezone Application submitted by Kevin Lindus, owner of 4281 Acker Rd (0810-084-9680-3 and 0810-084-9688-5) and Matthew Hunter, lease holder and owner of Madison Auto Recycling at 4281 Acker Road to rezone parcel from Heavy Commercial to Manufacturing and Industrial District to allow for the Conditional Use Operation of a Type 1 Salvage yard.
Motion by Garrick Palay, second by Joan Stoflet, to recommend approval of the Rezone Application submitted by Kevin Lindus, owner of 4281 Acker Rd (0810-084-9680-3 and 0810-084-9688-5) and Matthew Hunter, lease holder and owner of Madison Auto Recycling at 4281 Acker Road to rezone parcel from Heavy Commercial to Manufacturing and Industrial District to allow for the Conditional Use Permit Operation of a Type 1 Salvage yard. Motion carried. 

6. Discuss and Possible recommendation on Conditional Use Application submitted by Kevin Lindus, owner of 4281 Acker Rd (0810-084-9680-3 and 0810-084-9688-5) and Matthew Hunter, lease holder and owner of Madison Auto Recycling at 4281 Acker Road to allow for the operation of a Type 1 Salvage yard.

An updated draft of conditions consistent with what was approved in 2022 for ZB Salvage and Recycling was presented by Administrator Lentz.  The Plan Commission discussed a change to the condition about expiration of the conditional use permit and the consensus was that it should expire upon Madison Auto Recycling vacating the property or no longer using the property as its registered business address.
Motion for Conditional Use Standard 1: That the establishment, maintenance, or operation of the conditional use will not be detrimental to or endanger the public health, safety, comfort or welfare.  Motion by Steve Berg that this standard is met, seconded by Joan Stoflet. Motion carried.
Motion for Conditional Use Standard 2: That the uses, values and enjoyment of other property in the neighborhood for purposes already permitted shall be in no foreseeable manner substantially impaired or diminished by establishment, maintenance or operation of the conditional use. Motion by Ron Dorsch that this standard is met, seconded by Joan Stoflet. Motion carried.
Motion for Conditional Use Standard 3: That the establishment of the conditional use will not impede the normal and orderly development and improvement of the surrounding property for uses permitted in the district.  Motion by Skip Kraiss that this standard is met, seconded by Steve Berg.  Motion carried.
Motion for Conditional Use Standard 4: That adequate utilities, access roads, drainage and other necessary site improvements have been or are being made. Motion by Pam Lano that this standard is met, seconded by Joan Stoflet.  Motion carried. 

Motion for Conditional Use Standard 5: That adequate measures have been or will be being taken to provide ingress and egress so designed as to minimize traffic congestion in the public streets. Motion by Skip Kraiss that this standard is met, seconded by Joan Stoflet.  Motion carried. 

Motion for Conditional Use Standard 6: That the conditional use shall conform to all applicable regulations of the district in which it is located.  Motion by Garrick Palay that this standard is met, seconded by Joan Stoflet.  Motion carried. 

Motion for Conditional Use Standard 7: That the conditional use is consistent with the adopted town and county comprehensive plans. Motion by Pam Lano that this standard is met, seconded by Joan Stoflet.  Motion carried.
Conditional Use Standard 8: Not applicable to this property.
Motion by Pam Lano, second by Garrick Palay, to adopt Resolution 03012023 with 21 conditions including the edit to #18 regarding expiration of the conditional use permit. Motion carried.
Motion by Pam Lano, second by Garrick Palay, to approve Resolution 03012023 with twenty one conditions and including an edit to #18 regarding expiration of the Conditional Use Permit recommending Conditional Approval of a Conditional Use Permit submitted by Matthew Hunter, lease holder and owner of Madison Auto Recycling at 4281 Acker Road (0810-084-9680-3 and 0810-084-9688-5) to allow for the operation of a Type 1 Salvage yard. Motion carried. 
Motion by Joan Stoflet, second by Steve Berg to recommend the Town Board approve Conditional Use Permit 02590 with the conditions previously approved at this meeting because all eight standards specific in section 10.101(7)(d)(1) of the Dane County Zoning Code have been met. Motion carried.
