PROPERTY TAX PAYMENTS

Real Estate Property Tax Payments can be mailed (postmarked by Jan 31), dropped in the night drop, paid on-line at TownofBurke.com or brought into the Town Hall office up to February 1, 2023. Payments postmarked on or before December 31 will be receipted same.
If you wish to have a receipt mailed to you, please include a self-addressed stamped envelope. Property tax payments made after February 1 must be payable to and mailed to the Dane County Treasurer. No receipts will be mailed without self-addressed stamped envelope. 
If your escrow check is more than the property taxes owed for this year, the Town will issue a refund check to you by the end of February. 
Lottery Credit: If you lived in your home as of January 1, 2022, there should be a lottery credit on your tax bill. If the credit is not on your tax bill, complete a lottery credit claim form and submit it with your tax payment. CREDIT CARD PROCESSING

2023 LOCAL ELECTIONS

There are two Supervisor positions and the Town Chairperson position up for election in spring 2023. December 1, 2022 is the first day for candidates to begin circulating nomination papers for these seats with papers due to the Town Clerk no later than 5 p.m. on January 3, 2023.  The Spring Election will be held April 4, 2023. 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HOLIDAY TREES

Pellitteri will be picking up Christmas and Holiday trees the week of January 9 to 13, 2023. Have them out by 6:00 am Monday and make sure to remove all decorations, ornaments, lights, stands, and all inorganics. 

YARD WASTE AND BRUSH COLLECTION

Yard Waste will be picked up by Pellitteri the week of April 24-28, May 30 – June 2, July 10-14, September 11-15, October 23 – 27, and November 20-25. Yard waste and grass clippings must be on the curb by 6 am Monday morning and must be placed in either a reusable container, compostable bags, or in plastic bags (not more than 32-gallon size). Plastic bags should be left open, untied. Loose yard waste or yard waste on tarps will not be collected. Contaminated bags or containers will not be collected.

Brush will be picked up by Barnes, Inc the first week of each month of May 1, July 3, September 6, and November 6. Brush collected must be on the curb by 6 am Monday morning and will be limited to material 10′ in length and not exceed 6″ in diameter and one pile per home. Pile will not exceed 4’X4’X10′ in size. NO yard waste, tree roots, root balls, stumps, or logs larger than 6″ in diameter will be collected.
WINTER PARKING
The Town of Burke follows alternate side parking rules from November 15 through April 15. You must park on the even house numbered side of the road between hours of 12:01 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. on even numbered days. You must park on the odd house numbered side of the road between hours of 12:01 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. on odd numbered days. There is no parking in cul-de-sacs or within 300 feet of the terminus of a dead-end.
