2. Variance Request by Kathy Ebben at 6195 Harvest Lane to install a fence along Harvest Lane and the rear of the property. Fence would cross the line of the front of the home as the property and street angle.
PJ explained the diagrams included in the packet. Kathy brought the subdivision plat map and noted where the septic is on the parcel. The purpose is to keep dogs in the yard and safe from other dogs in the area. It will not be painted. It will be the treated lumber look. Installation by property owner. The fence cannot be inside the easement area. There will be 1x2 inch square mesh on the bottom. Kathy mentioned issues with a neighbor and their dogs as a good reason for the fencing both for her personal dogs as well as her mother that is unable to move quickly if the neighbor dog comes at her.

· Property must be screened with privacy fencing per photo provided in the application such as corrugated steel panels. The fence shall be painted in a consistent color. Front fence will be 6 feet in height and 8 feet on the sides with no fence in back where the 8-foot berm already exists.

Motion by Steve second Joan, to recommend condition #4 of the cup for 4281 Acker Road be increased in the front from 6 ft to no higher than 12 feet. And to allow a 30-day extension to the Board end date (6.30.2023). Motion carried.
