5. OLD BUSINESS

a) Fire Protection Agreement for the Town of Burke
The Madison Fire Department was represented by four officers: Chris Carbon, Che Stedman, Bill Sullivan, and Scott Bavery. They answered questions of the Board and stated that they are confident in the response time and ability to cover the Town regardless of the lack of fire hydrants. 
Motion by Steve, second by Lisa, to adopt the fire protection agreement with Madison Fire (beginning July 1, 2024). Motion carried.
b) Reiner Road Pay Request
The Board discussed some of the issues with the Reiner Road project.

a) 2024 Draft Town Budget
· Park Budget – Lisa explained the overall budget and plans to include maintenance and capital improvements as well. PJ explained that some expenses are new, and others have always been in the annual budget such as mowing and misc. expenses.     
· Dane County Sheriff Budget – The Board questioned the number of hours for coverage. 
· Fire Protection Budget – PJ explained the possible numbers for NEDCFU.
· Fee Schedule – PJ explained the updates to the fee schedule to include an increase for cemetery plots, Class “A”, and the addition of natural Lawns. 
Motion by Jeff, second by Steve, to approve Fee Schedule for 2024.  Motion carried.
b) Consider Town Engineer Options
The Board discussed a review of future Town plans and possible different engineering companies for each project. Past history is a review approx. every 10 years of what’s available for engineering expertise. 
c) ARPA Request for Lighting at Parking Lot – Not to Exceed $16,500
