3. Motion by Steve, second by Jeff to approve the consent items but move Angelo J Dominquez for discussion. Motion carried. 

After discussion regarding Angelo J Dominquez’s application the Board made motion.

Motion by Jeff, second by Steve to approve Angelo J Dominquez’s application for Operators license. Motion carried. 
4. NEW BUSINESS

a) Parks Committee request to turn 7.5 acres of mowed grass at Town Hall Park into a prairie field/pollinator field with walking paths and benches. Marie Belliveau spoke to the Board regarding the Parks Committee plans to turn 7.5 acres of mowed grass into prairie. The Board asked questions regarding cost and the work it entails. Parks estimated cost is $5,000 with the majority of the cost for additional seed not covered by National Fish and Wildlife.
Motion by Steve, second by Jeff to turn 7.5 acres of mowed grass at Town Hall Park into a prairie with walking paths and benches. 

b) CSM request submitted by Steven Buss, Likewise Partners to divide parcel 0810-053-8420-0 into 0810-053-8422-0 caused by the attachment of acreage to the Village of Deforest for the Likewise Partners Development.
· Public Hearing held 2.7.2024 followed by Plan Commission recommendation for approval.

Motion by Jeff, second by Steve to approve the CSM request submitted by Steven Buss, Likewise Partners to divide parcel 0810-053-8420-0 into 0810-053-8422-0 caused by the attachment of acreage to the Village of Deforest for the Likewise Partners Development.
c) Election Planning – PJ explained some of the challenges of this years elections and provided some plans for emergency issues that may arise regarding: absentee processing, press and social media, staff and town board members, location change, and to prepare for a recount.
d) Cemetery plots electronic recording (similar to Town of Vienna)
· Estimated cost $1500 to $3500. (Capital Reserve funds $15,030)
· Purchase of tablet to have on site ($100-$300)

PJ explained the process of record keeping for the sale of the cemetery plots as strictly being hard copy paper from many years ago and suggested to use some of the reserve cemetery funds to get the corner markers found and an electronic map created to be able to sell plots confidently.  
Motion by Kevin, second by Jeff to move forward with the electronic recording of cemetery plots with no headstones showing and not to exceed $2,000. Motion carried.
