Residents in the Larry Lane area appeared before the Board to voice their concerns over a duplex that had visits by the Police because of guns and the opposite side that, at eviction by the property owner, was a person who kept many cats that were eventually captured by Public Health. They stated some cats were outside and they feel caused their personal infestation of fleas. This duplex also had a cockroach infestation at the time.
