1) Skip called the meeting to order at 5:30 pm
2) Dane County Amendment to Chapter 10 regarding the review process for conditional use permits (CUP)
Majid introduced himself and gave a history of the reasons behind the changes to Chapter 10. Current practice allows the Town to deny and the County doesn’t take action which allows the Town to be taken to circuit court if the applicant appeals. With the changes, any appeals would be at the circuit court with the County. The Town would have no liability. The Town would be able to continue with public meetings (hearings) and submit the Town’s recommendation for any CUP but would not have a guaranteed voice. 
The PC members asked questions regarding the Town’s options and lack of ability to deny. 

The Town will need to define Public Hearing vs Public Meeting as well as which CUP requests warrant mailings and a public meeting. 

Majid suggested that if residents want their voices heard, the recommendation is that they attend the Public Hearing held at the county.

Motion by Chris, second Ron to take this topic up after #3 Rock Road CUP. Motion carried. 
The PC will make a recommendation that the County add something to the chapter that allows for comments from residents at a Town meeting be read into the Public Hearing that the County holds. This would allow the comments without actual attendance. 
3) Consider CUP for LW Real Estate Holdings, LLC and Rock Road Companies, Inc

· 5458 Reiner Road location

· Public Hearing is set for February 19

Mike Jacobs and another Rock Road employee attended the meeting to answer questions of the PC. Mike stated that Rock Road actually owns LW Real Estate Holdings LLC dba Wolf Paving. PJ included the CUP issued in 2020 to Wolf Paving in the packet for review and noted some conditions to consider. The following is a list of items discussed and responses. 
· They will need to level an area inside the berms for set up.

· They will be working during the night hours. 

· Approx 50 trucks in/out a night.

· Two exits – Reiner or Nelson to High Crossing.

· Work will be April to August (at the latest), five nights a week but Saturday to Sunday only if necessary, from 6:00 pm to 7:00 am.

· Backup alarms can be turned off if there are complaints about sound. What is the sound decibel? 

· There is a light pole plan with lights aimed down and shouldn’t be an issue over the berm. 

· Tri-County will supply the aggregate from a pit in DeForest.

· Mike will talk with Wolf Paving regarding the water runoff that comes into Reiner Rd and the culverts during high rainfalls. 

· If necessary, they will bring in flaggers.

· The most trucks in the pit waiting would be expected to be 2.

· 12 people max on site, three are required to run the plant.

· There will be sanitary on site.

· Water will be tanked – brought in once a day.

· Sand piles will not be visible from outside the berms.

· There will be no hazardous material or fuel on site. 

The PC will make their recommendation after the Public Hearing held on February 19, 2025. The recommendation will refer to the original 2020 CUP as well as include conditions regarding dates and times, lighting, truck route, noise, road cleanup and stormwater runoff.
4) Approve prior meeting minutes

Motion by Chris, second by Pam to approve the Nov 13, Dec 18, and Jan 8 minutes. Motion carried.
