Motion by Lisa, second Dave, to approve the consent agenda. Motion carried. 
4. NEW BUSINESS

a) Wis Towns Association Spring Road School 2025 – Amend 2025 Budget to allow for Ron and James participation in training
Motion by Steve, second Dave, adopt Resolution 03192025 amending the budget to allow Ron and James to participate in road training. Motion carried. 

b) MSA 2025-2027 Landfill & Private Well Monitoring – Kevin Olson from MSA
PJ introduced Kevin and explained the possibility of lowering the parameters of the semi-annual testing being done by MSA. Kevin explained the cost to apply for a Plan Modification with the DNR. And explained the possible savings should we be granted a modification. The cost of the application could be recovered in less than 3 years depending on the modifications made by the DNR.
Motion by Lisa, second Steve, to apply for a DNR Plan Modification of our landfill and private well monitoring.  Motion carried.

Ron noted that he attended the Hwy 51 Corridor meeting and learned that the DOT is planning improvements to Leo Circle and Hoepker Rd. The improvement to Hoepker goes beyond the ROW and will need to be taken into consideration when doing this years reconstruction of Hoepker.
