1. ADMINISTRATIVE

• Chairman Kevin V called the meeting to order at 5:56 pm.

Kim Babler handed out their proposed plan for Cty Hwy CV. They request the Town Board review it and support it as they propose it to the County. 
3. 4. NEW BUSINESS

a) Resolution 05212025 to Amend the 2025 Budget
Motion by Jeff, second Dave to approve Resolution 05212025 to amend the 2025 budget. Motion carried.

b) TimeScape option for tracking employee time - $350 month

PJ stated that this product was recommended by a Board member, and the cost is $350 per month. Jeff stated that the municipality that he talked with does not pay that much and he is waiting to hear back on a better price. He also explained the product as he understands it from another municipality public works employee. 
c) Friends of Token Creek Watershed Street Use Permit Application for the July 4, 2025 Parade.

PJ stated that the applicant is out of town and didn’t need to find someone to represent at the meeting as nothing has changed since last year. 
Motion by Jeff, second Dave to approve the Street Use Permit for Token Creek Watershed. Motion carried.

d) Token Creek Tributary Culverts and Waterway

PJ explained the options for Token Creek Tributary and the culverts that are filling. The DNR isn’t exactly clear depending on whom you talk to regarding working in the area to clear the blockage. Most recent call was that we would need permits to dredge and remove the silt and deposit it elsewhere on an approved dump site. Since the Town does not own any of the land or hold any easements in the area, the Board chose to clear the existing culverts knowing that this will not fix the issue but will abide by State Law. More research will be done for future creek work. 
e) Ordinance 4.3.5 Deposit of Rubbish and Stones on Highway ROW

Kevin asked the Board their thoughts on using 4.3.5 for residents that blow grass clippings in the Town road. The members would like to amend the existing Ordinance to include grass clippings. This will be on the next agenda.
