1. Skip called the meeting to order at 5:38 p.m.

2. Rezone and CUP Application by Zachary Brumm at 4307 Acker Road

· Public Hearing held at 5:30 on Sept 6, 2023.

· Dane County Zoning violation dtd 6.22.2023
Business is going well at 4301 and is asking for the same CUP at 4307. The Commission asked if both lots have separate sanitary/sewer. No, they do not. 4301 does not have well/septic but 4307 does. Zach stated that he started operating out of 4301 in May 2023. The 8-foot fencing on 4307 is set back from the road and in line with the building so evergreens may not be necessary. 

Steve asked if DNR permits cover both parcels or separate. The SWIP permit covers both parcels and lists both parcels. Existing trees do boarder the property. 4307 doesn’t have trees boarding or in front of the fence. Trees are on the side of the parcels. 4307 does not have asphalt apron but has an existing gravel apron. Zach hopes to make it asphalt in the future. They will have low intensity lighting. Cameras work with lower lighting. 
The commission reviewed the conditions for the CUP and made changes. All 8 standards were read and discussed. All were met.
Motion by Steve, second by Garrick, approve the Rezone and CUP be approved. Motion carried.

Discussion Regarding Possible Rezone and Comprehensive Plan Amendment of Parcel 0810-242-8500-0 (Reiner Rd at Railroad) by Langum, LLC (and Attorney Edward Lawton) to allow for outdoor storage.

· No application or fee on file

· Dane County Zoning Violation dtd 7.25.2023
· Comprehensive Plan Future Land Use is Natural Area   

Lawton and Langum appeared before the PC seeking a rezone that would allow outdoor storage of large rocks for the business. Dane County suggested they come to the town to get feedback. 

Langum brought attorney Lawton to work through this process. Would like to remain on the property. 

Langum has been in this business since age 24- 54 now. He purchased the property 2 years ago. First time purchased property for storage use. Marine is small part of business – the renovate dams and bridges.

Kevin – questioned purchasing property without knowing whether he would have the ability to store on it. Langum stated he purchased inventory from someone and needed a location to store it. Says originally wanted to rezone it for a shop. He was notified via letter from the Town that the parcel was not zoned for the activities he was doing there. Outdoor storage is not a permitted use. Langum stated he would be ok with conditions that would allow for continued use of the property. He was asked why it has taken him two years to start the process to rezone. Steve asked why it was ignored. Langum says he doesn’t remember receiving the letter. Steve also mentioned the RR request to move the driveway. Langum will move the driveway. Dane County will require additional fees because of Langum purposely ignoring the parcel zoning. Madison shows this as Park Space. 

Langum is considering a rezone to General Commercial or limited Commercial, rural industry, manufacturing/industrial, or a different zoning with a CUP to allow for outdoor storage. The parcel is 31.7 acres, with approx. 20 tillable. He plan storage of topsoil as well. 

Langum stated he plans to have a tree farm on part of the property for his use in parks and on the job for the business. Working at Cottage Grove Fireman Park. The trees will not for sale to the public sale. 

The Wolf Paving parcel is AT-35 Agriculture Transition with a CUP. Lawton stated that Wolf was allowed a CUP even though the comprehensive plan stated differently.

3. CSM and Rezone Application by Stacee Jensen at 3180 Burke Road

· 2022 action by Town Board approved two different CSM’s that were denied by the City of Madison. This is a 3rd CSM proposal.
· Possible Public Hearing September 20 at 5:45 with PC recommendation. 
PJ explained the history before the Town and Stacee explained the issues with the City of Madison and the Reiner Road Neighborhood Plan. A Public Hearing will be scheduled for September 20, 2023.
4. Rezone Application by Adam Steele and Travis Leeser at 788 Holy Cross Way requesting SFR from HC. 
· Dec. 2023 Town Board approved rezone of a portion from SFR to HC.
· Public Hearing held Sept 6, 2023 to rezone to SFR
Motion by Garrick, second by Joan recommend approval of the rezone. Motion carried. 

5. Parcel Status and Updates from Clerks Office

PJ updated the PC on the cancelled sale of 6011 US Hwy 51 and the rumor of a local farm being sold for a business.
