1) Skip called the meeting to order at 5:30 pm
2) Public Informational Meeting re: Precision Towing at 5834 Cty Hwy CV and its request for a Comprehensive Plan Amendment.
Matt Hildebrant from Sketchworks. Explained the request to allow business development. The business is primarily towing of vehicles. This would be an impound lot. Salvage licenses are required for the duties they do. 

Sam from Precision Towing joined the explanation. Towing and Recovery. They do not hold cars for an extended period of time. Precision holds a salvage license to recycle the cars that they take to Diehl Neumaier in Deforest. 

Roger Lane, Dane County Zoning Administrator. Currently residential with residences. Cars waiting in deposition (towed, accidents, inoperable). Salvage or junk in county terms. MI zoning with CUP in order for this to work for the business. The Town has no obligation to change the Comprehensive Plan. Flight path does warrant this area as industrial. The activity area has to be at least 100 feet from residential. Visibility, lighting, design, County Hwy Dept is concerned about access on CV.
Skip noted correspondence from Ideal Crane and the owners, Kalhagen Properties. Noted opposed reasons: traffic, safety/crime, and the visual of an impound lot. 
Linda Meinholz, residents on 4318 Acker Rd, noted past issues with businesses making promises and then not following through. Quit calling in speeders. Numerous times the Sheriff Dept wants to see their Ring doorbell. They are consistently picking up trash. Current property is delinquent on taxes. How can they afford to do this financially? Accidents at corner of Ideal Crane. Concerns of mice that never used to see. Asking that the Town make the business follow the rules. 
Charles Meinholz, 4318 Acker Rd, confirmed Linda’s comments. Roger and Dane County has been doing better in zoning issues. He would like to see higher fencing along the hill so the storage won’t be seen by passersbys. Need good neighbors. The area is currently quiet on weekends. 
Sam explained the property tax issues as the majority of the taxes are due from the seller. Sam explained the property caretaker home on the parcel and her father will be the caretaker of the property. 

Marks original plan was to build a shop with residential but that is not allowed by Dane County Zoning. This will be a new building for the shop. Dane County (Sheriff) Maple Bluff, Shorewood Hills, etc. Locations in 104 E Burnett St, Beaver Dam, and 123 Burnett home as a residence for a staff member. Linda stated 40 unlicensed vehicles at the Tradesman Center. Mark stated their second location in Black Earth with no complaints. He does store vehicles in Olps pit currently. This location will hold all of the vehicles and the shop. He explained the existing salvage yards sell parts they don’t plan to do that. This location will not be used to part out cars for sale. They must remove batteries, and catalytic converters are also removed. They do not strip other parts from the vehicles. Stormwater runoff system at the Black Earth location. They have testing consistently. This will be incorporated into the new location on CV.
Charlie, DNR does require conditions.  

Leaking on site of accident. Not necessarily at the new location. They do have oil dry etc for onsite care.

Matt, addressed traffic concern – right turns at two locations. The Yard-Keeper will keep lawn etc. in order. Conditions of the CUP will be required and enforced by the County. 

Charlie is opposed to the change. If Town does it, please require everything done before business begins. 

Ron asked Roger about the setback for activity which cannot be closer than 100 feet. Roger is concerned about the layout of the property.
The business deals with licensed, insured vehicles – beyond 100 feet from residential vs unlicensed vehicles. 

Ron suggested a change to the layout of the parcel. Matt agreed that alternate layouts can be looked at. 

Parking area of cars width is 170 feet – the existing drawing can change.  

Skip thanked everyone for attending.
