1) Skip called the meeting to order at 5:30 pm
2) Discuss Request to Amend Comprehensive Plan for 5834 Cty Hwy CV to Change it from Rural Residential to Industrial
Precision Towing and Recovery started business in 2020. They have locations in Beaver Dam, Black Earth and in the Tradesman Center at 5524 Hwy CV. The Black Earth location has an impound lot surrounded by residential. Beaver Dam has some residential neighboring their space. They have contracts with McFarland and Monona and work with the Wis State Patrol, Fitchburg and Stoughton. They currently hold a DOT #4 Salvage license and stated that they don’t legally need the license but got it to quiet the competitors. They stated they work primarily with police departments impounding vehicles which typically get picked up by owners a few days later. Some are left with Precision, those are scrapped at Neumeier without the batteries or catalytic converters. They also do some auto repair work.
Steve noted concerns of the residential area and stated the need to serve them properly. Prior experience with salvage type businesses has proven to be less than stellar. He also questioned the traffic on Hwy CV. Mark stated that their trucks would be able to turn right to enter or leave the property by using Hoepker or CV. 
Precision stated that 90% of their trucks go home with their drivers to make response time better when calls are received. Madison has 10-12 trucks, Black Earth 2 and Beaver Dam 2. The trucks are 2019 or newer exception of one which is 2012. 
With 108 parking stalls on site map, how often would all those be filled? The response was that they would not be filled unless there was to be some sort of emergency or disaster such as something with McFarland where their contract includes the storage of vehicles in an emergency. In a normal day as today, there were 3 cars coming in and 4 going out with normal being held of less than 60.
The applicant is willing to abide by conditions or restrictions as required by the Town. They plan to have a caretaker on site to care for the landscaping and lawn. They will not allow the stacking of cars. They do not hold cars longer than necessary. They will be using crushed asphalt and not gravel which will lower the possibility of a lot of dust. Their lighting will be full cut off so as not to bother neighbors. They will have security lighting at the building and will be using LED lights. The area will be fenced. 
This location is favorable because of its closeness to the interstate and 151. The drivers will be using main highways to transport as this is the quickest and most efficient. The towing business is 24/7 so there may be dropping off of vehicles after regular business hours but the trucks are able to shut off their backup beepers. There will be no nighttime dismantling of vehicles. 
PJ noted that the county denied the applications as the comprehensive plan did not allow for this business here. They also suggested maybe the shop and car storage could be flip-flopped so that the cars would not be in the back yard of the residences.
