1. ADMINISTRATIVE

• It was determined a quorum was present and the meeting was properly posted. 

• Chairman Kevin Viney called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.

2. PUBLIC INPUT: Public’s opportunity to speak to the Board about any subject not on this agenda.
Linda Meinholz 4314 Acker Rd spoke regarding what she feels was a violation of a public meeting from the Plan Commission meeting that was held after the Public Hearing that was held July 2, 2025. She acknowledged the two agendas but didn’t feel it was clear that the PC was open session. She felt Precision Towing talked directly with the PC members prior to the meeting being called to order. 
Charlie Meinholz 4314 Acker Rd concerned about erosion on Acker Rd and gave a history of the road.  He also commented about oil on the road and it traveling to the marsh with the rain. Wants a retention pond to hold it.
3. CONSENT AGENDA 
a) Minutes from June 18 and June 30, 2025
b) Bills and Payroll
c) Renewal Operator’s License Applications – John Olson and Nicholas Blucker
Motion by Jeff, second Lisa, to approve the consent agenda. Motion carried. 
4. TOWN ENGINEER – Anne Anderson, Mead & Hunt
a) Speed Reduction Request for Thorson Rd – Speed Study Required
Currently 55 mph – to lower it, a speed study is required (85% speed) and the crash data, driveway locations, and the road geometry and classification. Lowest risk for accidents if traveling at 85% of designated speed. Portion of the road is in Madison and Town of Sun Prairie.  
Motion by Jeff, second Steve to contact Dane Cty to use their speed board to get the information. Motion Carried. 
b) Heatherstone Culverts and DNR Permits
Anne noted that Westmount culverts have been cleared.
Anne stated options to replace the culverts at Heatherstone and possibly work in the creek. To replace the culverts, the work is exempt of permitting and no wetland delineation for this specific work. 
She would want to model the stream to make sure culverts are sized correctly. Three 3x6 box culverts are recommended at this point. Possible patch for the 2025-25 winter and paving in the spring after elevation of the road is confirmed. 
If the Town wanted to work in the creek, they would look at the stream up and down stream to pinpoint if there are issues. Currently there is a high point downstream on private property. An erosion permit through Dane County is possible by November. The Urban Water Quality Grant is a possibility.
Motion by Steve, second Jeff, proceed with new culverts at Heatherstone and the token Creek tributary and with a temporary cover. Motion carried. 
c) Daentl and Service Road 2026
Anne explained the 2026 road construction would be from the bridge south to 51 and the Daentl Service Rd to CV. Milling and paving and the road may be raised in some areas. 

Motion by Jeff, second Lisa, to start the process for Daentl road to work with the timing of the completion of the bridge. Motion carried. 
5. NEW BUSINESS
a) Request to Amend the Comprehensive Plan from residential to industrial for parcel 0810-084-9190-6 5834 County Hwy CV
Lisa stated she doesn’t believe we should change the zoning at this point being a promise was made to the residents of the Town. 
Steve mentioned that the Plan Commission recommendation to the Board was to approve the amendment with a vote of 3 to 2.
Motion by Lisa, second Jeff to deny the amendment to the comprehensive plan. Motion carried. 3/1
b) 2026 Lawn Mowing Contract Possible RFP
· Possible Additional Leaf Pickup

PJ explained the interest of local businesses to submit an estimate to mow for the Town. A company may be interested in submitting a bid for leaf pickup in the fall and would like to submit one for the mowing. The board reviewed the RFP.
Motion by Jeff, second Steve, to go out for bids (for the 2026 lawn mowing) with possible additional leaf pickup. Motion carried.

c) Traffic Logix Cloud Options Contract – Flashing Speed Signs
PJ explained the two options. Ron stated there is no intention to move the existing signs.
Motion by jeff, second Lisa not to sign up for an icloud plan. Motion carried. 

d) Associated Appraisal Contract for 2026-2030 and Revaluation
PJ explained the contract and the revaluation breakdowns. 

Motion by Lisa, second Jeff to approve the Associated Appraisal contract for 2026-2030. Motion carried.

Motion by Steve, second Jeff to go with the exterior revaluation for 2026. Motion carried.

Motion by Steve, second Lisa to move to 6 b. Daentl Bridge Temporary Easement (to now). Motion carried. 
6. B. Daentl Bridge Temporary Easement – Fred Gruber, Acquisitions

Veteznik Holdings. Wants $5,000 for storage area and additional security if he has to move his boat storage to another location. He has boulders on Town ROW currently and is asking that the Town move his rocks to the temporary lease line and after the work is completed he wants them moved to the ROW.

Motion by Jeff, second Lisa to offer $1,500 for the temporary easement for Daentl bridge with moving the rocks on him. Motion carried.
a) Resolutions 07162025A & B Amending the 2025 Budget with regard to ARPA

PJ explained the ARPA funds reporting requirements and the need to use the funds as wages, thus creating the need to amend the budget. 
Motion by Lisa, second Steve to approve Resolution 07162025A Payroll Expenses and Resolution B, amending the 2025 budget to move funds from payroll to capital. Motion carried.

b) Award bid for Hoepker Road Reconstruction

PJ noted the 3 bids for the Hoepker Rd project. 
Motion by Steve, second by Jeff, to award the bid to wolf paving. Motion carried.
7. OLD BUSINESS

a) Green Space Tree Maintenance

Kevin – do we reconsider how to handle trees and branches down. Should we be doing more proactive for ones that may fall on structures. He suggested we get an estimate to clear up Old Fox Run Green Space.
Ron stated the access could be an issue and a plastic or steal culvert that may be installed temporarily and reused. The cost would be the culvert, gravel and end walls. 

The Board would like Ron to get some estimates for this particular green space so they can determine the next steps for all the green spaces.  
b) Daentl Bridge Temporary Easement – Fred Gruber, Acquisitions
