2. PUBLIC HEARING

a) Open Public Hearing to hear comments and concerns regarding a request by Khris Barber on behalf of Precision Investment Solutions, LLC to amend the Town of Burke Comprehensive Plan changing tax parcel 0810-084-9190-6 5834 Cty Hwy CV from Single Family Residential to Industrial. 
· Properly Noticed at Town Hall and TownofBurke.com on May 29, 2025 and currently still posted/published.
· Notice mailed to all parcel owners within 600 feet or property lot line

· No action will be taken during the Public Hearing

Motion Chris, second Steve to open the Public Hearing at 5:33p.m. Motion carried. 
Brad, Sketchworks Architecture, spoke for Precision Towing and explained the plan for 5834  Cty Hwy CV to use for Precision Towing as an impound lot and auto repair. The City of Madison shows this area as Industrial in the future when attached to the City. 
Sam Danczyk, Precision Towing, explained that the presence of police and security devices will help with any current concerns of unwanted loitering or theft. Fencing would be complete privacy as shown to be located at the Black Earth location. Travel would be both CV and Hoepker as right in and not necessarily crossing traffic. Property caretaker residence will maintain property. Participates in local events such as Waunakee Big Rig and the Monona Shop with a Cop program. They currently donate to first responders’ departments.

Charlie Meinholz, 4312 Acker Rd, is concerned about the traffic on Hwy CV. He is also concerned about business noise on weekends. Would like the property to remain as is until the end of the Town.
Linda Meinholz, 4312 Acker Rd, concerns CV around the corner and commented that there are monthly accidents. Concerned about an increase in traffic in front of their home. She stated that it is hard to turn onto CV from Acker. Concerned about less than desirable people in the area. She noted that the Plan Commission spent a lot of time on the plan and feels it shouldn’t be changed.
Bob Kalhagen, 4349 Acker Rd, owns north along Acker Rd, concerned about the type of people in the area. He stated there are already three car storage places in the area and feels overwhelmed with car storage, dismantling etc. He stated that Ideal Crane staff come to work early in the morning and are concerned about safety. 
Kristin Chose, manager of Ideal Crane. Surprised the parcel was purchased prior to changing the zoning. She had a few questions: Black Earth looks nice but how many people and how many cars? Is the fence nice and well done? Current traffic will turn around in the gravel driveway and travel fast on CV. She stated she tries not be there at dark or on weekends. 
Lori Kalhagen, 4349 Acker Rd, is concerned about traffic access at Hoepker. Asked about the set back on the proposed building and how many parking spaces do they plan. She feels that leaving the existing home on property shows anticipating problems. She asked about a retention pond and asked about access onto CV and number of vehicles in and out.
