4. NEW BUSINESS
a) Crattman, LLC request for Transient or Tourist Lodging at 6090 Rattmann Rd

· Resolution 09172025A to Recommend Approval

· Resolution 09172025B to  Recommend Denial
Kevin mentioned the complaints and concerns noted by residents. Jodi acknowledged the studies regarding increase in crime and decrease in values in areas of short-term rentals. Steve researched and noted it looks like crime increases as the cohesion of neighborhoods declines. He also acknowledged the use of what could be a SFR as a short-term rental takes it away from a home owned location. The intergovernmental agreement is intended to protect the residents of the Town. London study noted crimes of opportunity went up. This location shares a well with two other properties. 
Motion  Steve, second Jeff to recommend denial. Motion carried. 

The Board reviewed the 8 Standards for a CUP:

PJ noted both resolutions, one to approve and one to deny the CUP and review the conditions noted by the PC. 

Motion by Steve, second Lisa to adopt Resolution B (with edits) to deny the CUP for Transient or Tourist Lodging at 6090 Rattmann Rd. Motion carried. 

b) Request by Rattmann Heights Subdivision to enter into a signed legal agreement to install a fountain with lights in a Town of Burke Pond
Discussion regarding legal agreements with subdivisions and does the Town want to enter into these types of agreements. Kevin mentioned that something like this would need 100 % approval of all residents in the area should they even consider such a document. 
Motion  Jodi, second Jeff to not enter into a legal agreement with Rattmann Heights HOA. Motion carried. 

c) Variance Request for Front Yard Fence at 5160 Felland Rd (to exceed 3 feet)
Tony Forrest explained the fence he wishes to install along his property which included fencing off the stormwater pond. 
Motion Lisa, second Steve to approve the variance for 5160 Felland Rd  to allow height no more than  to 52 inches. Motion carried. (Kevin – nay).
d) Consider Rental or Purchase of Rotary Arm Mower

· Resolution 09172025C to Amend 2025 Budget

Rent is 8,000 for 40 hrs from Monroe and would require a trailer to transport. Our PW can do blade maintenance in house. The purchase price has a municipal discount. Jeff noted that it can reach behind guardrails to trim vegetation. 
Motion  Jeff, second Lisa to Purchase the Diamond 20 ft reach rotary mower. Motion carried.

Motion Lisa, second Jeff to amend the budget and approve  resolution 09172025C in the amount of 39,750.00. Motion carried.
Counterweight expenses will be in the 2026 budget.
