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         NEW PROPERTY TAX PAYMENT PROCESS
Real Estate Property information, tax bills, and checking if your payment was posted can be viewed and printed online at Accessdane.danecounty.gov. If paying by check, payments can be mailed, put in the night drop at Town Hall, paid on-line at TownofBurke.com or brought into the Town Hall office. Payments must be in office by February 5, 2026. Payments will be dated the date of entry into AccessDane.com. There will be no backdating or postmark dating. Please be aware of office closure dates. 
Receipts can be found on AccessDane. Property tax payments received after February 5 must be payable to and mailed to the Dane County Treasurer. No receipts will be mailed without self-addressed stamped envelope. 
If your escrow check is more than the property taxes owed for this year, the Town will issue a refund check to you by the end of February. 
Lottery Credit: If you lived in your home as of January 1, 2025, there should be a lottery credit on your tax bill. If the credit is not on your tax bill, complete a lottery credit claim form and submit it with your tax payment. Form can be found at: Treasurer.countyofdane.com/Property-owner-Info/Lottery-Credit. 
 
2026 LOCAL ELECTIONS

There are two Supervisor positions up for election in spring 2026. December 1, 2025 is the first day for candidates to begin circulating nomination papers, with papers due to the Town Clerk no later than 5 p.m. on December 31, 2025 as the office will be closed January 1-2.  The Spring Election will be held April 7, 2026. The term is for two years. To pickup papers, call the Town Clerk. 
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HOLIDAY TREES

Pellitteri will be picking up Christmas and Holiday trees the week of January 5 to 9 2026. Have them out by 6:00 am Monday and make sure to remove all decorations, ornaments, lights, stands, and all inorganics. 

DEPUTY CLERK TREASURER
     At the time of this printing, the Town is hiring for the Deputy Clerk Treasurer position. This position requires government accounting and QuickBooks desktop knowledge. The position can be full-time or part-time depending on the applicant. Please see job description on the town website. 

YARD WASTE AND BRUSH COLLECTION

Yard waste will be picked up by Pellitteri the week of April 20-24, May 26–29, June 15-19, July 6-10, September 8-11, October 19 – 23, and November 16-20. Yard waste and grass clippings must be on the curb by 6 am Monday morning and must be placed in either a reusable plastic container, compostable bags, or in plastic bags (not more than 32-gallon size). Plastic bags should be left open, untied. Loose yard waste or yard waste on tarps will not be collected. Contaminated bags or containers will not be collected.

Brush will be picked up by Barnes the first week of each month of May 4, July 6, September 8, and November 2. Brush collected must be on the curb by 6 am Monday morning and will be limited to material 10′ in length and not exceed 6″ in diameter and one pile per home. Pile will not exceed 4’X4’X10′ in size. NO yard waste, tree roots, root balls, stumps, or logs larger than 6″ in diameter will be collected.
WINTER PARKING
The Town of Burke follows alternate side parking rules from November 15 through April 15 for those roads that parking is allowed. You must park on the even house numbered side of the road between hours of 12:01 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. on even numbered days. You must park on the odd house numbered side of the road between hours of 12:01 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. on odd numbered days. No parking year-round in cul-de-sacs. 
PARKS AND PLAN COMMISSION

COMMUNITY ROOM RENTAL

SHORT TERM RENTAL ORDINANCE
The Town has a Short-Term Rental Ordinance that outlines what is required for all short-term rentals in the Town. If considering (or currently operating) a short-term rental such as Air BnB, please make sure to review the ordinance posted on the Town website and contact the Town office and Dane County Zoning for licensing and permits. 
Some things to know about the ordinance:

If the short-term rental is not the operator’s primary residence, or if the short-term rental is the operator’s primary residence and more than two (2) bedrooms are offered for rent, the minimum stay shall be seven (7) consecutive days up to a maximum of 29 consecutive days.

The maximum number of occupants shall not exceed two (2) occupants for each bedroom, plus an additional two (2) occupants.
     Quiet time shall be observed between the hours of 10:00 pm and 7:00 am

     Pets shall be restricted to the rental property and must be under the control of the renter at all times.

     A Town permit is required to operate a short-term rental. 
COMPLAINT FORM

     Please complete a complaint form on the Town website under Popular Forms
to submit any Town Ordinance violations. Complete it as best you can and submit it by email or night drop. Action on the complaint may be taken by Town staff or Dane County Zoning depending on the issue. All information will be kept confidential in accordance with WI State Statute 19.35(1)(a)2.
