· 4.4.2(1)(b) Number. The number of driveways to serve an individual residential or commercial property fronting on a street shall be one (1), except where deemed necessary and feasible by the Town Board for reasonable and adequate service to the property, considering the safety, convenience and utility of the street. 

· 4.4.2(3)(a) Width. Unless special permission is first received from the Town Board, or committee thereof, a residential single-type driveway shall be no greater than twenty-six (26) feet wide at the curb line and eighteen (18) feet wide at the outer or street edge of the sidewalk; residential double-type driveways shall be no greater than twenty-six (26) feet wide at the curb line and twenty-four (24) feet wide at the outer or street edge of the sidewalk.
